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In this weeks parsha, the Torah warns us that
descendants of the nations of F--/2  and G/#. are
not allowed to marry into the 'Congregation of G-d'
even 10 generations after having converted to Juda-
ism [8+.#3)- 23:4-5]. (This is the same type of
stigma that we find in connection with marrying a
-#-,4$ .) The reason given by the subsequent 7%<=)-
is "because they did not welcome you with bread and
water when you came out from Egypt and they hired
against you Bilaam... to curse you". In other words,
when Bnei Yisrael were journeying from Egypt to
AS+'1:)%S#+B--/2 and G/#. were less than hospi-
table.

The language used by the Torah and the na-
ture of the law itself, however, is uncharacteristically
severe. For example, it states that these two nations
are not permitted to marry into the Jewish nation for
eternity. Furthermore, we are commanded to refrain
from merely reaching out to them in peace for all
eternity as well. Why did Hashem present us with
such a stern and everlasting grudge against F--/2
and G/#. ?

The Ramban on this 7#$%&p%plains that for
the sins of not supporting Bnei Yisrael on their jour-
ney from Egypt and hiring Bilaam alone, F--/2  and
G/#. would not have been stigmatized to such a de-
gree. Their real sin traces back to the mothers of these
nations -- the two sisters, daughters of Lot, who were
saved from destruction by Avraham back in "#$%&#'!
H#E+$#These nations owed the descendants of Avra-
ham a favor for saving them from complete, and per-
haps deserved, destruction. Instead they acted against

The Ramban supports his conclusion by dem-
onstrating how the continuation of this 7#%&)#éaches
an opposite, yet parallel, lesson. "You shall not hate
an Edomite, for he is your brother; and you shall not
hate an Egyptian, for you were a stranger in his
land." [8+.#$)- 23:8]. Granted Egypt is not remem-
bered in Jewish history as a nation that was particu-
larly kind to Bnei Yisrael, but rather as the nation that
enslaved them, and as such it takes three generations
after converting before they are allowed to marry into
the Jewish people. Yet prior to the years of slavery,

Egypt did in fact graciously host Bnei Yisrael and

support their needs in a time of famine, thereby war-
ranting a degree of thanks.

The Ramban is emphasizing for us the essential
ethical principle of recognizing and appreciating fa-
vors, &#=#$#'1&#'[. Such a seemingly basic concept,
as illustrated by the Ramban, has the potential to result
in a difference of a seven-generation restriction differ-
ence.
